Monday, Tuesday & Wednesday Feb 28-Mar 2nd  School representatives must 
arrange a time to visit her school and collect the student artwork during these days.  Please 
stress the importance of the artwork being properly labeled and prepared for hanging.  DO NOT 
ACCEPT ANY ARTWORK NOT LABELED OR WITH UNACCEPTABLE HANGERS. 
 
Thursday March 3rd    Walk in reps must be at show to accept all walk in art work.  School 
reps must deliver the artwork to the show from 3-6pm. Please have artwork inventory 
completed before arrival.  Art work must be sorted into age divisions and categories before 
leaving. **Rack committee needs to pick up racks from storage unit and deliver to building 
(Can be done first thing Friday morning if necessary) 
 
Friday March 4th    9am All available members must be at Bayou Teche Trading Co to 
help hang all artwork.  We will stay as long as necessary to have all artwork hung and ready for 
judging on Saturday morning. Please make a point if you are not able to set up to at least vote 
for LJA Jr. Achievement winner.  If we all work together we should be done by 6pm. 
 
Saturday March 5th    Judging will begin promptly at 8am and continue until approximately 
11:30am.  The art show will open for public viewing and remain open until 8pm.  We will have a 
reception from 6pm-8pm 
 
Sunday March 6th   All artwork must be taken down by all members between the hours 
of 12 noon and 1pm.  Walk in reps are needed to help artists picking up art work. Rack 
committee and School reps will need to be there at 1pm to pick up school art work and bring 
racks back to the storage unit.  
 
ASAP after Mardi Gras  School reps will return student artwork to the appropriate schools 
and teachers with any ribbons and cash awards. Due to Mardi Gras Break, please make 
arrangements with art instructors as to the best day to return all artwork, etc. 
 
* An LJA club representative must return all artwork to each school.  Under NO circumstances 
will a student, teacher, or parent be allowed to pick up artwork during the Art Show.  This rule 
allows the club to maintain accurate and dependable procedures for our Art Show.
